Late Shri Arun Narayan Vaidya was born and
brought up in Mumbai and Thane. He pursued
his graduation in Commercial Arts from the
prestigious Sir J. J. School of Art.He began his
career with one of India’s top advertising
agencies, Lintas Advertising, where he rose to
the position of Creative Head and Creative
Director. After a distinguished tenure of 20 years
with Lintas, he worked as a Creative Consultant
with several leading advertising agencies in
Delhi.He also co-founded his own agency,
Garuda Advertising, in partnership with Vibha
Mishra. During this period, he created dozens of
award-winning advertising campaigns for
multinational brands, as well as for government
and PSU organizations.After a successful career
in advertising, he found his true creative calling
in the magic of glass art. His work—spanning
canvas (oil paintings) and glass art—was deeply
inspired by nature, flora, fauna, and mythology.
His glass artworks were a unique blend of
techniques such as sandblasting, etching,
fusion, and painting, resulting in exquisite fine
art pieces.His paintings were often time-
intensive, with some taking over a month to
complete. Over the last two decades, his works
were showcased in several solo and group
exhibitions. He also sold and gifted more than
250 paintings and art pieces.Arun ji was a valued
member of the jury for the Navratan Awards and
also designed the signature trophy for the
awards.After his sudden demise, we are
planning to exhibit his unseen works soon.Arun
Vaidya ji, the Navratan family misses you.
